The IB selection team will review applications and accompanying documentation.  Students will be notified of their acceptance status via mail within 3-5 days after submitting their applications.

What Is the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme?





The International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme is a two year comprehensive and rigorous curriculum designed to prepare students for a quality university education.  The primary objective of the IB Diploma Programme is to provide students with a balanced, integrated curriculum in all academic areas.  IB students can earn college and university credit by taking examinations at the end of their Junior and Senior year.  Students who excel in the program demonstrate a strong commitment to learning and develop the discipline necessary to succeed in college.  The student who elects this course of study is responsible for the commitment made to its rigors and to personal accountability and self-sufficiency.  Students who are selected will be provided with academic, social and leadership experiences that will prepare them to compete with any student from any program in the world.  Students interested in this program should be highly motivated and willing to work beyond the minimum graduation requirements of Atlanta Public Schools.





Pre-IB Application Procedures











Participate in 150 hours of  Creativity, Action, and Service (C.A.S.)








The programme will be accessible to all 2011-2012 rising grade 9 students.  Students will apply to be selected to enroll in Maynard Jackson’s Pre-IB classes.  Students that meet the criteria of the application process and are selected will begin taking Pre-IB classes during the 9th and 10th grade years of school.  Students must maintain an 80 average in all Honors/AP courses and at least an 85 average in all regular core classes to be eligible for entrance into the IB Diploma Programme during grade 11 and 12.


IB Diploma Programme Candidates must fulfill the following requirements:


Complete course work for six IB subjects. Three must be at higher level (240 hours) and three at the standard level (150 hours).


Take IB Examinations in each of the six subject areas


Write an original essay (Extended Essay) of approximately 4000 words


Complete course work for the Theory of Knowledge (T.O.K.) classes
